Following his NFL playing career, Barber coached and
scouted for NFL teams. Currently, Barber is a contributor on several Chiefs programs
with 65TPT Productions and 610 Sports Radio. He also serves as President of the
Kansas City Chiefs Ambassadors.

Now in his 29th season as Voice of the Chiefs, Holthus was on the call of the Chiefs
Championship in Super Bowl 54. He is one of only three individuals inducted into
the Hall of Fame for both the Kansas Association of Broadcasters and the Missouri
Broadcasters Association.
